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Ingram Book Group Announces Consolidation Plans
— Dinwiddie plant will be consolidated with operations in Pennsylvania —

19 July 2001 - Ingram Book Group announced today that the Dinwiddie location will be consolidated
with operations in Pennsylvania. Within one year, the La Vergne, Tennessee, company, with several
operations nationwide, including the building near the 1-85/Rt 1 intersection in Dinwiddie, will phase
out business in the Appomattox Basin.

The 225,000 sq. ft. plant opened in 1993 as a distribution facility, where 190 employees sort, pack,
and ship books to retail stores. A 650,000 sqg. ft. facility is planned for the new location, which will
serve the eastern United States.

Employees at the Dinwiddie facility will receive severance packages, with possibilities of employment
at other Ingram locations. A spokesperson for Ingram booked noted that the phase-out will be both a
planned and orderly transition.

Dinwiddie and ABIDCO plan on marketing the building aggressively, as it is positioned ideally for any
distribution operation, and can be renovated to meet several other industries needs.
