
   
 
 

Surry County in Running for New Power Project 
– LS Power announces potential site in Surry – 

3 July 2001—Sussex County may be the home of a new LS Power Development, LLC coal fired 
power plant.  LS Power officials met with the Sussex-Surry Dispatch to discuss, and make public the 
potential project.  LS Power Project Manager Mark Fanning has been in contact with the ABIDCO 
offices since late March, and has been taking calculated steps in developing the $1 billion, 1,600 
megawatt power generating facility.  The proposed plant would provide 125 operation jobs. 

LS Power officials took a site tour in April, have visited with local, regional, and state representatives, 
and reviewed many of the counties and regions site maps.  The main components of the project have 
been water, rail, power lines, and land.  The company has focused its attention on the Sussex area 
along Route 460.  The intersection of rail and power lines just south of Waverly has been the focus of 
attention.  

During the next few months, LS Power will begin its permitting process, and further examine details 
pertaining to the Sussex and other sites.  LS Power has taken a pro-community stance from the first 
contact concerning this project.  The company has met with local officials, as well as area residents, 
to discuss the project, its parameters, and impact on the community.  

The final site decision will be made in the fall.   
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
