
   
 

Chesterfield County Adds Incubator Park 
– River’s Bend East Office and Technology Center to replace Reynolds’ facility – 

5 July 2001—The sale of the Reynolds Metal facility in Enon to local developers has created a new 
industrial park in Chesterfield County, the River’s Bend East Office and Technology Center.  The 
former Reynolds Metal Corporate Technology Center in Enon, which was placed on the market in the 
Winter 2000, was purchased by a River’s Bend developer, and the Hopewell-based Industrial Turn-
Around Corporation (ITAC).  

The newly acquired office center is located near the Meadowville Technology Park (MTP), 
Chesterfield County’s long-range project for biotechnology and semiconductor industries.  The 42-
acre site will be a welcome annex to MTP, as it consists of 139,000 sf of office space, and 61,000 sf 
of laboratory facilities that includes HVAC, fume hoods, and other infrastructure needed for research. 

The incubator-style facility offers opportunities for several different industries.  Several conference 
centers, fitness rooms, and lobbies along with broadband Internet access are some of the features of 
the facility. 

Jim Dunn, director of economic development for Chesterfield County is excited about the transaction, 
and hopes that the developers “will be aggressive in attracting business” for the facility.   
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
